The Albany Institute of History & Art is located at 125 Washington Avenue in Albany, New York. Free parking is 
available in the museum’s lot at the corner of Elk and Dove Streets.  
 
The exhibition galleries, Museum Shop, and the new Crisan Café at the Albany Institute are open Wednesday 10am-
5pm, Thursday 10am-8pm, Friday 10am-5pm, Saturday 10am-5pm, and Sunday noon-5pm. In addition, the café and 
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museum shop are open Tuesdays from 10am-5pm. The Research Library is open on Thursdays from 1pm-4:30pm and 
by appointment. 
 
Admission rates for October 1, 2017 are $5 for adults, $4 for seniors and students with ID, $3 for children aged 6-12, 
and free for children under 6. Albany Institute members are admitted for free. There is no charge to visit the café or 
museum shop. The museum offers free admission to the galleries on Thursdays from 5pm-8pm and on the First Fridays 
of the month from 5pm-8pm.
